Merchant A person who buys or sells goods in large quantities, 
especially one who imports and exports them. 
 

Co-operative A business or organization run by the people who 
work for it or owned by the people who use it. 
These people share its benefits and profits. 
 

Market The market for something is the number of people 
who want to buy it, or the area of the world in 
which it is sold. 
 

Sustainable The use of natural resources when this use is kept at 
a steady level that is not likely to damage the 
environment.

Fairtrade is about better prices, decent 
working conditions, local sustainability, and 
fair terms of trade for farmers and workers in 
the developing world. By requiring companies 
to pay sustainable prices (which must never 
fall lower than the market price), Fairtrade 
addresses the injustices of conventional trade, 
which traditionally discriminates against the 
poorest, weakest producers. It enables them 
to improve their position and have more 
control over their lives. Fairtrade-certified 
farmers are guaranteed a minimum price for 
their crop at the beginning of each year so 
they know what they are going to earn in 
advance of doing the work. This means they 
get a fair wage.
