e Construction of the Titanic began in Belfast,
Ireland on 31st March 1909. It took three
years to build.

e Its first voyage (known as the maiden voyage)
began on 10th April 1912.

e The Titanic was 269 metres long. At the time,
the Titanic was the largest moving object in the
world!

e Titanic’s maiden voyage began in Southampton
in England with the intended destination of New
York in America.

e A total of 2224 people travelled on the Titanic
on her maiden voyage.

e The ship was split into first, second and third
class passengers who experienced different
conditions.

e On T4th April 1912, the Titanic struck an
iceberg in the North Sea and started to sink.

e People tried to escape on lifeboats but there
were not enough for everyone on the ship.

e Around 1500 people drowned in the icy waters.

e The unsinkable ship lay at the bottom of the
ocean.
