Carl Linnaeus was a Swedish scientist who 
believed it was very important to have a 
standard system of classification. Living things 
can be classified by following the levels in this 
system. The number of living things in each 
group gets smaller and smaller, until there will 
just be one type of animal in the species 
group. 

 

Microorganisms are very tiny living things. They 
are so small that they are not visible to the naked 

eye, so a microscope is needed to see them. 

Microorganisms can be found all around us. They 
can live on and in our bodies, in the air, in water 
and on the objects around us. They can be found 

in almost every habitat on Earth. Some are helpful 
and some are harmful.

Alexander Flemming discovered Penicillin in 1928 
after leaving petri dishes out in his laboratory when 
he went on a family holiday. When he returned, he 
noticed that mould had grown in one of the Petri 
dishes. The colonies of bacteria around the mould 
had been destroyed, whereas the bacteria in other 
Petri dishes were still alive. Penicillin is a type of 
mould. This is an example of a helpful 
microorganism.
