The Curriculum 
 
At Simonside every Year 5 and 6 child has a daily maths and literacy lesson. Literacy lessons 
involve the children developing their writing, reading, speaking and listening skills. The 
children also take part in drama activities to help stimulate ideas for written work. We will 
be reading a range of fiction and non-fiction books that link in with the topics for each half 
term. 
 
In Year 5 and 6, the children have 5 numeracy lessons which involves all aspects of 
mathematics work including mental and written calculations.  
 
Topic maps are on the school website for each class for each term. Where possible we try to 
link topic work in with the other subjects the children are doing. Please have a look at our 
Class Dojo pages as regularly as you can – we will keep you up to date on what we’ve been 
learning in class. We will also communicate with you via Class Dojo (please speak with the 
class teacher if you are still not connected).

Homework 
 

Literacy and Maths homework tasks will be set weekly either using an online platform (SATs 
Companion) or in their homework books.  This work will be based on what we have done in 
class and will not be new to the children.  It will be set at a level that children can access for 
themselves. All children should ask for support (before the homework deadline) if they have 
been unable to complete their homework.  Homework tasks will be set on a Friday with a 
completion date of Wednesday. It is expected that all homework tasks will be completed on 
time. If homework is not completed on time, you will be made aware via Class Dojo and the 



SATS Companion website, if applicable. If there is a technical issue with SATS companion, 
please let me know via Class Dojo and a paper copy can be sent.  
 
The children also get a set of spellings each week to learn- these are usually given out on a 
Monday and tested on a Friday. It would also be beneficial if they could practise their 
multiplication tables as often as possible. Finally, if you could listen to your child read at 
home, or ask them questions about what they are reading this would be very highly 
effective in securing progress.

If your child is absent from school, parents must telephone the school office by 09.30.

 Children should not return to school for 48 hours after the last occurrence of 

sickness.
